Figure 7.1. Using graphs to look for trends in the data
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Assume Response B is Exposed and Response A is Not-exposed:

●
Large differences between cases and controls for Responses A and B mean that an association is very likely (OR ≠1). In this example, the odds ratio will be >1.

●
Small differences between cases and controls for Responses A and B mean that an association is unlikely (OR =1).
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
